In a very real and 

humbling way, I came to recognize the face of Christ in those who suffer—especially 

among individuals struggling with addiction and homelessness. This experience brought to life the words of 

Jesus: “Whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for me” (Matthew 25:40). In those 

moments, this passage was no longer just something I had read—it became something I encountered. 

 

This heartwarming experience has deeply inspired me and will remain with me as I move into my new parish 

assignment. It has strengthened my desire to seek out the marginalized and never forget that so many of our 

brothers and sisters are in need of Christ’s love.

Correctional facility to minister to those who are incarcerated.  Before 

this, I never gave much thought about those who were “in the pen,” or 

about forgiveness, the corporal works of mercy, or even Jesus’ words, 

“whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for me,” (Mt. 25:40).  

 

It’s amazing how God changes a person. When I first began the prison ministry, I was scared but that soon 

changed. I began to understand why Jesus preaches to us about not judging, because we truly do not know 

the “big picture,” the circumstances that led them to being in prison. Prison ministry has shown me what it 

means to be made in the image and likeness of God, and how we all share the same dignity, the same worth, 

regardless of our situation. Not only has it taught me the importance of forgiveness, but it has also helped me 

to understand why we should not judge others, and it has taught me that Christ can be found everywhere, 

especially in prisons. When I began this ministry, I thought I was going to bring Christ to the inmates. As it 

turned out, they were the ones who brought Christ to me. God-willing, once ordained, I look forward to join-

ing the prison ministry with my diocese.

One of my most meaningful experiences at PSJS has been the out-

reach once a month in the city of Lawrence with my brother seminar-

ians and seminary staff, serving the homeless community. These 

encounters have profoundly shaped my formation for priesthood. 

 

A particularly moving moment was Ash Wednesday 2026, which coincided with our outreach. At the prayer table, 

many approached with deep trust, openly sharing their struggles and asking for ashes and prayer. As I imposed 

ashes on each person, I listened attentively and wrote down their personal prayer requests. After each encounter, 

I paused to offer a spontaneous, heartfelt prayer, entrusting their intentions to God’s mercy. In that silence and 

simplicity, I came to understand that priestly ministry is not first about polished words or solutions, but about rev-

erent presence—listening, receiving people’s stories, and bringing them before the Lord with compassion. This 

experience has deepened my sense of priesthood as a humbling, grace-filled privilege. It has also strengthened 

my appreciation for the fraternal life of my brother seminarians; walking, praying, and serving together forms us 

into more faithful and compassionate shepherds. As I continue toward ordination, I carry this moment as a lasting 

reminder that every soul encountered is sacred ground and every act of ministry is an invitation to love more 

deeply.

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This year, I was given the opportunity to return to the Catholic Parishes 

of Arlington (St. Agnes / St. Camillus) for a second year. My time there 

has been a significant formative experience, and returning this year as a 

deacon allowed me to engage the community more deeply. 

 

My regular participation in the Sacred Liturgy each weekend and preaching monthly have helped me to en-

gage the Scriptures more intentionally and focus on how to meaningfully communicate the Gospel message. 

Feedback from the priests, along with observing their distinct homiletic styles, has contributed significantly 

to my growth. Experiences in other sacramental contexts -- baptisms, funerals, and weddings—have high-

lighted the deeply relational nature of priestly ministry.

The extended nature of those re-

lationships has allowed for more meaningful class discussion, and the students have helped me understand 

how to foster an environment where young people feel comfortable engaging and sharing about their faith. 

Finally, living in the rectory and learning from experienced priests has encouraged me to reflect more inten-

tionally on the “why” behind pastoral and liturgical practices. Together, these experiences have been essen-

tial in shaping my understanding of priesthood and my readiness to serve.

Evening Prayer. It was during this rite that members of the fourth theology class 

made their Profession of Faith and Oath of Fidelity in preparation for their ordi-

nations to the priesthood. This is an important and the final stage in the formation 

of seminarians as they prepare for Holy Orders.  

 

The faithful who are called to exercise an office 

in the name of the church are required to make 

the profession of faith according to the formula 

approved by the Apostolic See (cf. Canon 833). 

By stating this profession, they are promising a 

full acceptance of church teachings as well as 

adhering to the teachings of the pope. 

In Preparation for Holy Orders 



Nineteen pilgrims from the Seminary community, led by 

Msgr. Bill Fay, embarked on a spring pilgrimage through 

Italy that became far more than a journey to sacred 

places. Beginning in Assisi, the journey offered a pro-

found experience of prayer, fraternity, and spiritual re-

newal rooted in the living tradition of the Church. 

 

The pilgrimage opened at Santa Maria degli Angeli, 

home to the Porziuncola chapel restored by St. Francis 

of Assisi. There the group celebrated Mass 

and reflected on Franciscan ideals of hu-

mility, poverty, and joyful surrender. In As-

sisi, the seminarians visited the Basilica of 

St. Clare and prayed before the tomb of 

St. Carlo Acutis. His modern witness of 

faith and devotion to the Eucharist re-

minded the pilgrims that holiness remains 

possible in every age. In a rare and grace 

filled moment at the Basilica of St. Francis, 

they venerated the Saint’s relics and were 

able to pray before his remains, which were exposed for 

public devotion for the first time since his death. Mass at 

San Damiano, where Francis first heard Christ speak to 

him from the crucifix, deepened the seminarians’ own 

sense of vocation and service. 

 

Traveling onward to Orvieto, the group visited the ca-

thedral associated with the Eucharistic Miracle of Bol-

sena, strengthening their devotion to the Real Presence. 

The pilgrimage then continued to Rome, where the 

seminarians encountered the heart of the universal 

Church. They visited major basilicas, including St. John 

Lateran and St. Mary Major, ascended the Scala Sancta 

in prayer, and reflected at the tomb of Pope Francis. 

 

A highlight of the pilgrimage came during the Wednes-

day General Audience in St. Peter’s Square, where the 

seminarians joined pilgrims from around the world and 

personally encountered Pope Leo XIV. The experience 

powerfully demonstrated the universality 

and unity of the Church. 

 

Throughout Rome, the pilgrims celebrated 

Mass at sacred sites, including St. Peter’s 

Basilica at the tomb of Pope St. John XXIII 

and the Basilica of St. Paul Outside the 

Walls. Visits to the Sistine Chapel, the Col-

osseum, the Roman Forum, and Castel  

Gandolfo enriched their understanding of 

the Church’s history, beauty, and continuity  

across centuries. 

 

The pilgrimage concluded at the Catacombs of St. Cal-

lixtus and Santa Croce in Gerusalemme, where reflec-

tions on the witness of martyrs and Christ’s Passion 

brought the journey full circle. Returning to Boston, the 

seminarians carried home renewed faith, deeper frater-

nity, and strengthened commitment to their vocation 

and future service to the Church.

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Why We March
In 2024, I went to my first March for Life, and a snow-

storm covered Washington D.C.  I looked around the 

National Mall and it was covered with snow and looked 

beautiful. I was reminded of the words from the prophet 

Isaiah, “Though your sins are like scarlet, they may be-

come white as snow,” and it reminded 

me that we have all sinned. However, we 

must trust in God’s mercy, and He will 

come to meet us as His prodigal children. 

We may turn from our sins and live God’s 

love for all people - all hearts may turn to 

God. And there will be no need for 

marches because we will know in our 

hearts that all life is sacred and made in 

the image of God. 

 

This year I asked myself, “If we have over-

turned the Roe decision with Dobbs, making this a state 

issue, why are we marching in D.C.?”  The answer lies in 

the words of Father Richard John Neuhaus, “We have 

signed on for the duration, and the duration is the en-

tirety of the human drama, for the conflict between what 

Pope Saint John Paul II calls the culture of life and the 

culture of death is a permanent conflict. It is a conflict 

built into a wretchedly fallen and terribly ambiguous 

human condition.” And so, we must march. As Bishop 

James D. Conley reminded us in his homily at the  

National Prayer Vigil for Life Mass, “Our goal is not only 

to make abortion illegal; our goal is to make abortion 

unthinkable.” It became clear to me, we must continue 

to march in D.C. until abortion is unthink-

able. As we march, we are filled with 

energy to keep fighting for the right to 

life. The annual March for Life keeps this 

front and center, and it gives unequaled 

energy to people fighting for life.   

 

This energy fuels the most important task 

of unceasingly praying for the sanctity of 

all life. Which is what we do weekly at 

Pope Saint John XXIII National Seminary. 

Each Thursday a group of Seminarians 

gathers to pray The Culture of Life Chaplet. It reminds us 

of the most vulnerable as we pray for God’s help to end 

this culture of death. We must work as if everything de-

pends on us and pray as everything depends on God, 

just as Saint Augustine reminds us. This is the way we will 

bring an end to the “Culture of Death,” and bring the 

way to have a “Culture of Life.”
